Lose	touch	=	lose	contact	
with	someone.	

“We	used	to	be	very	close	Friends	
but	we	lost	touch.”	
“Let’s	keep	in	touch,	OK?	I	don’t	
want	to	lose	touch	with	you.”	
“Don’t	lose	touch	with	old	Friends.	
You	will	regret	it.”
